HIGH LEVELS OF unsold stock
hasforced carand sports utility
vehicle (SUV) makers toreignin
on fresh supplies to dealers in
August making it two consecu-
tive months of decline in
wholesale dispatches.
Passenger vehicles (PV)
have remained unsold forupto
10 weeks (72 days) which is
more than twice their typical
average of 4 weeks (30 days).
An estimated 650,000-
675,000 vehicles worth
X73,000 crore are awaiting
buyers forcing manufacturers
to offer discounts of 10-12%.
“Walk-ins have been steady
but customers are deferring
purchasestothe next monthin
anticipation of better dis-
counts. However, dealers
expect discountstoremain flat
or see a slight decline next
month from Aug’24 levels,with
the onset of the festive season,’
said a note by Motilal Oswal.
While PV retails (actual
number of vehicles registered)
in July was 320,000, August is
expected to be below 300,000
units. Only the newly intro-
duced models are driving
wholesale volumes (company
dispatches to dealers), said
market watchers. Most PV

makers will announce their
August dispatch numbers on
September 1.

“Passengervehicledemand
continued to moderate, as we
noted a 6-8% year-on-year (y-
0-y) drop in retails for the
month as customers deferred
purchases, expecting better
discountsin Sep’24.Asaresult,
inventory remained high for
manufacturers,” the Motilal
Oswal report added.

Maruti Suzuki, the coun-
try’s largest PV maker, had cut
down dispatches by 1% y-o-y
in Julywhile Kiabrought down
its output by 19%. Others like
Hyundai, Toyota and Mahin-
dra & Mahindra (M&M) pro-
duced more in July than the
same month last year.

The y-o0-y PV volume (dis-
patch) growth during April to
July has been 1.5% (1.3 6 mil-
lion units), which was much
lower than the 3-5% predicted
by companies for FY25. The
market is banking on the fes-
tive season tobring some cheer
to consumer sentiments.

“Volume  performance
y-o-y is likely to be muted as
the festive season (Onam)
commenced early last year.
Vehicle  discounts  are
higher than last year,” said a
report from Nuvama Institu-
tional Equities.

STATE-OWNED OIL AND Nat-
ural Gas Corp’s overseas arm
ONGCVidesh has soughta‘spe-
cific licence’ to operate in
Venezuela from the US Depart-
ment of Treasury,the firm’s MD
Rajarshi Gupta said. The pro-
posalisinadvance stages of con-
sideration and the approval is
expected soon, he said.

“We are in discussion with
the government of Venezuela to
take charge of operationsof the
two projects there in the new
model, which we call the
Chevron model,as Chevron has
been doing. At the same time,
we have been interacting with
Office of Foreign Assets Con-
trol,”the MD said.“They gave us
some comfort that yes you can
do some operations subject to
pre-conditions. We have sought
for a specific licence to operate
in Venezuela,” he said. ONGC

has stakes in two oil fields in
Venezuelaincluding Sancristo-
bal and Carabobo-1 with 49%
and 11% stake respectively.
However,due to the imposition
of USsanctions,the firmhasnot
beenable toreceive theincome
for the past few years and has
around $500 million of divi-
dends stuckin the country.

Both the projects are oper-
ated by Petroleos de Venezuela,
(PdVSA), which had earlier
agreed to give oil to OVLinstead
of cash dividends. Gupta said
that the company is ready to
take operatorship of its projects
in the country as soon as it
receives the requisite approval.
“That’s in the final stages of
consideration as to the best of
our understanding.”

Presently, OVL produces

12,000-15,000barrels perday
from its projects in Venezuela
which is expected to increase
to 45,000-50,000 barrels per
day of oil.
